Objectives of working group established:

Short Term Objective:

Dredge Bridgeport Harbor by 2003.

Long Term Objective:
Implement an efficient, economical and environmentally balanced dredge management plan.

 Consensus of working group as follows:

1. The LIS-EIS must be fully funded and completed as soon as possible.

2. Practical alternatives to dredged sediment relocation must be considered.

3. Dredging is necessary to maintain the economy and environment of the state/region and Long Island Sound.

4. There is a need for consensus on the science necessary to evaluate sediments.

5. A permanent joint state (New York/Connecticut) dredge management program must be established.

6. The working group will work to cause the appropriation of $20 Million legislated by Senator Lieberman for providing a pilot program in CT for alternative sediment relocation.  Appropriation to first support Bridgeport Harbor.

7. Recommend and support the Connecticut Port Authority as the advocate for all Connecticut dredging needs.
